Also our composer of the week, Duke Ellington was a composer, pianist and band leader from the 
United States. Known for his use of large orchestras for jazz, he was one of the founders of what 

is called ‘Big Band Jazz’. 

He was such a gifted child in art,  he was offered a scholarship to a prestigious school in the US, 
but turned it down as he wanted to concentrate on his music! 

He became a professional musician at just 17 years old  and in the years that followed he and his 
band wrote and performed HUNDREDS of pieces of music for film and radio.  

He toured the world performing and, such was his contribution to the world of music, President 
Richard Nixon who was the US president in 1969 honoured him with a special award called Presiden-

tial Medal of Freedom
